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WELCOME TO THE SMJCL 2010 SEASON 
 

The SMJCL committee would like to extend a warm welcome to existing 
coaches and managers, and also to new participants who are responsible for 
junior teams for the first time. The committee is also very glad to welcome 
several new volunteers who will assist with the running of the league itself. 

This handbook contains the 2010 season fixtures and contact details, league 
tables and pictures from the 2009 season, and a summary of earlier seasons. The 
SMJCL Rules (the League’s playing regulations) are set out on pages 46 to 63.  
It is in all our interests that everyone involved, no matter with what age group, 
takes time to read through the handbook. 

League Objective 
The object of the League is the promotion, encouragement and provision of 
inter-club and representative cricket for players up to the age of 18 years with 
emphasis on improving the cricketing abilities of those players. 

Rules 
Managers, coaches, umpires and players should be familiar with the Laws of 
Cricket and also relevant ECB Guidelines and Directives. The Spirit of Cricket 
(taken from the Laws of Cricket) appears on pages 17 and 18 of this handbook. 
Ideally, at the start of a season, copies of this extract from the Laws should be 
given to every young cricketer and to the parents of those cricketers. 

Both the League and Cup Competition Rules have been revised for the 2010 
Season. There are significant changes in the detail of both sets of Rules so 
please do not assume that the rules are the same as those for previous seasons. 
All managers, coaches and umpires are asked to read all the rules carefully 
(pages 46 to 63) before the season starts because the changes affect all age 
groups and competitions.   

1) The overs limit in matches has not been revised upwards despite the option 
to do so in the revised ECB Bowling Directive for junior cricketers.  

2) A batsman in an U15s League or Cup match must retire out when his score 
reaches 50. 

3) With the exception of the U9s age group, the Cup rules have been clarified 
to make rules for preliminary rounds consistent with rules for the finals. 

4) Cup rules now state that the minimum number of overs that constitute a 
match is now TEN (rather than twelve previously). 

5) The time for 40 overs to be completed in an U18s Final has been reduced 
to 2 hours and 25 minutes (17 overs per hour) and the rule regarding the 
number of overs available in the second innings of an U18s Final has been 
made consistent with senior cricket. 
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6) Rule 3)d), regarding the exceptional circumstances required before a 
request can be made to change the date of a fixture, has been clarified. 

7) The rules now provide for clubs who do not return trophies in a timely 
manner to be charged for the full cost of a replacement trophy plus 
engraving. 

 

League Competitions 
Following voting at the AGM, the 2010 U9s ‘league’ competition is now an 
arranged series of friendly matches stretching over the season. There is no 
trophy and no league table will be kept.  The Under 9s Cup competition will 
take place as in previous seasons. 

The initial stages of the U13s and U18s league competitions take place in two 
zones, notionally ‘East’ and ‘West’. Please see the individual fixtures pages for 
details. 

Cup (Knockout) Competitions 
U12s and U14s Cup Competitions have been introduced in 2010 to allow the 
‘inbetweeners’ to have more opportunity to play competitive cricket. 

As was the case last season, the large number of teams in both the U13s and 
U18s age groups has necessitated an additional round for those competitions. 

Friendly matches 
If you are new manager in the league, please be aware that approaches for 
friendly matches will usually be welcomed by your fellow managers and 
coaches.   

Code of Conduct 
Managers are asked to draw the attention of family members of the League’s 
young cricketers to the following code of conduct (which is now expected from 
clubs who want to achieve Clubmark status): 

1) Encourage your child to learn the Laws of Cricket and to play within the 
spirit of those laws.  

2) Discourage unfair play and disputes with officials/coaches. 
3) Help your child to recognise good performance, not just results. 
4) Never force your child to take part in any sport. 
5) Set a good example by recognising fair play and by applauding the good 

performances of all. 
6) Never punish or belittle a child for losing or making mistakes. 
7) Publicly accept the judgement of officials without argument or comment. 
8) Support your child’s involvement and help them to enjoy cricket and to 

develop within it. 
9) Use correct and proper language at all times. 
10) Do not forget, children are involved in organised sport for their enjoyment 

and not yours.   
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Team Managers’ Responsibilities 
Rule 12 states that the home team is responsible for ensuring that the correct 
details of a match result are supplied to the appropriate Competition Secretary 
in a timely manner. This result should be sent by email within 48 hours 
following the date that each match has been played. Results must also be 
returned for abandoned and cancelled matches. 

Rules 12 and 15 provide for a fine and also for deduction of points 
whenever a result is not returned by its due date.

You should provide brief details of any outstanding performances from both the 
home and the away sides e.g: 

 Stretford: F Smith, 30(retd.), J Jones,  3o 1m 3w 6r 
 Timperley: B Bloggs, 29, A Patel, 3o 2m 1w 1r  
  

Please use “o”, “m”, “w” and “r” for “overs”, “maidens”, “wickets” and “runs” 
to avoid any confusion. 

All Managers are asked to assist the Competition Secretaries by entering each 
player’s individual results into their club’s website on www.play-cricket.com in 
as much detail as possible. (It is usually possible to find volunteer(s) from the 
team for this task.)  If this is done, complete and up to date individual statistics 
are automatically made available on the League’s website http://smanjcl.play-
cricket.com. It takes only a few minutes to log in to play-cricket.com to become 
a member of your own club site and the League’s sites. (See Page 64 for more  
detailed information.)  
 

Looking ahead to the 2011 Season 
In order to try to make the League’s fixtures are available by the mid-February, 
the closing date for entries for the 2011 Season is 31st January 2011. 
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Competition entries will be accepted on a “first come, first served” basis. The 
junior playing season is relatively short so, if the number of entries for an age 
group containing 13 or more teams is an odd number, the committee reserves 
the right to reduce the number of entries for that age group to a suitable even 
number. Doing this will allow the Fixture Secretary to make fair zoning and/or 
grouping arrangements for the fixtures for that age group. 

Photographs 
If you are taking a team photograph after a match please try to remember the 
following hints: 

·  If possible, position the team against a dark background such as a hedge. 
Try to avoid the back row with their heads along the sky line.  

·  If it is sunny, the photographer should stand so the light comes from an 
angle over one of his/her shoulders so that the players will not squint into 
the light. 

·  If there is a trophy, place it in the centre of the picture either on the ground 
or with one player holding it so that it can be clearly seen. 

·  Fill the viewfinder with the team and make sure vertical and horizontal are 
vertical and horizontal. 

·  Take a few pictures – someone is sure to be looking the wrong way in one 
of them – so that you can choose the best one later. 

·  Finally, please do try to take the photos immediately after the match has 
finished. It is very difficult to get young players together for a photograph 
after the event.

THE LAWS OF CRICKET (2002 Code) 
 

THE SPIRIT OF CRICKET 

 
Cricket is a game that owes much of its unique appeal to the fact that it 
should be played not only within its Laws but also within the Spirit of the 
Game. Any action which is seen to abuse this spirit causes injury to the 
game itself. The major responsibility for ensuring the spirit of fair play 
rests with the captains. 
 
1. There are two Laws, which place the responsibility for the team's 

conduct firmly on the captain. 
 

Responsibility of captains 
The captains are responsible at all times for ensuring that play is 
conducted within the Spirit of the Game as well as within the Laws. 
 
Player's conduct 
In the event of a player failing to comply with instructions by an 
umpire, or criticising by word or action the decisions of an umpire, or 
showing dissent, or generally behaving in a manner which might bring 
the game into disrepute, the umpire concerned shall in the first place 
report the matter to the other umpire and to the player's captain, and 
instruct the latter to take action. 

 
2. Fair and unfair play 

According to the Laws the umpires are the sole judges of fair and 
unfair play. 

 
The umpires may intervene at any time and it is the responsibility of 
the captain to take action where required. 

 
3. The umpires are authorised to intervene in cases of: 

�  Time wasting 
�  Damaging the pitch 
�  Dangerous or unfair bowling 
�  Tampering with the ball 
�  Any other action that they consider to be unfair 
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4. The Spirit of the Game involves RESPECT for: 

�  Your opponents 
�  Your own captain and team 
�  The role of the umpires 
�  The game's traditional values 

 
5. It is against the Spirit of the Game: 

�  To dispute an umpire's decision by word, action or gesture 
�  To direct abusive language towards an opponent or umpire 
�  To indulge in cheating or any sharp practice, for instance: 

(a) to appeal knowing that the batsman is not out 
(b) to advance towards an umpire in an aggressive manner 
when appealing 
(c) to seek to distract an opponent either verbally or by 
harassment with persistent clapping or unnecessary noise under 
the guise of enthusiasm and motivation of one's own side 

 
6. Violence 

There is no place for any act of violence on the field of play. 
 

7. Players 
Captains and umpires together set the tone for the conduct of a cricket 
match. Every player is expected to make an important contribution to 
this.

IMPORTANT ECB GUIDANCE AND 
DIRECTIVES CONCERNING YOUNG 
CRICKETERS 

 
Safety Guidance on the Wearing of Cricket Helmets by 
Young Players 
 
In February 2000 the England and Wales Cricket Board (ECB) issued safety 
guidance on the wearing of helmets by young players up to the age of 18. This 
original guidance document can be found at www.play-cricket.com/helmets. In 
brief, the guidance recommends that: 

·  helmets with a faceguard or grille should be worn when batting against a 
hard cricket ball in matches and in practice sessions 

·  young players should regard a helmet with a faceguard as a normal item of 
protective equipment when batting, together with pads, gloves and, for boys, 
an abdominal protector (box)  

·  young wicket-keepers should wear a helmet with a faceguard when standing 
up to the stumps. 

With the assistance of schools, cricket clubs and leagues, the wearing of helmets 
by young players is now standard practice in cricket throughout England and 
Wales. Helmets are widely available and are covered by a British Standard 
(BS7928:1998).  

The original guidance allowed parents or guardians to give their written consent 
to allow a young player not to wear a helmet. However most clubs, schools and 
leagues have decided not to accept this parental consent and require all young 
players to wear a helmet in all junior matches. If a club or school does agree, in 
exceptional circumstances1, that a young player need not wear a helmet, they 
must ensure that an ECB Team Sheet card is completed and given to the 
umpires before the start of play whenever the young player takes part in a junior 
match.

1 Additional guidance on what constitutes ‘exceptional circumstances’ 
can be obtained from the ECB Cricket Department 
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Safety Guidance 
 
At the beginning of 2007 the ECB clarified the guidance relating to young 
players in adult matches and confirmed that all young players who have not 
reached their 18th birthday must wear a helmet with a faceguard when batting 
and when standing up to the stumps when keeping wicket in adult matches. 
Parental consent not to wear a helmet should not be accepted in adult cricket.  

This guidance applies to all players up to the age of 18, both in adult cricket and 
in all junior cricket played with a hard cricket ball. The guidance also applies 
during all practice sessions. Any individual taking responsibility for players 
should take all reasonable steps to ensure that this guidance is followed at all 
times.  

The ECB asks that the guidance is communicated to the parents or guardians of 
all young players through clubs and schools, and that young players are not 
allowed to bat or stand up to the stumps when keeping wicket against a hard 
ball without wearing a helmet. 

 
ECB Fielding Regulations for Junior Cricketers 
 

These regulations are now incorporated into the SMJCL League 
Competition Rules (which also apply to SMJCL Cup Competitions) as 
Rule 10 (see Page 46). 

 
ECB Fast Bowling Match Directives 
Revised October 2009 
 

Age Max. overs per spell Max. overs per day 
Up to 13 5 overs per spell 10 overs per day 
U14, U15 6 overs per spell 12 overs per day 
U16, U17, U18 ,U19 7 overs per spell 18 overs per day 

 
For the purposes of these Directives a fast bowler is defined as a bowler to 
whom a wicket keeper in the same age group would in normal 
circumstances stand back to take the ball. 
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Having completed a spell the bowler cannot bowl again, from either end, 
until the equivalent number of overs to the length of his2 spell have been 
bowled from the same end. A bowler can change ends without ending his 
current spell provided that he bowls the next over that he legally can from 
the other end. If this does not happen his spell is deemed to be concluded. 
If play is interrupted, for any reason, for less than 40 minutes any spell in 
progress at the time of the interruption can be continued after the 
interruption up to the maximum number of overs per spell for the 
appropriate age group. If the spell is not continued after the interruption the 
bowler cannot bowl again, from either end, until the equivalent number of 
overs to the length of his spell before the interruption have been bowled 
from the same end. If the interruption is of 40 minutes or more, whether 
scheduled or not, then the bowler can commence a new spell immediately. 

Once a bowler covered by these Directives has bowled in a match he 
cannot exceed the maximum number overs per day for his age group even 
if he subsequently bowls spin. He can exceed the maximum overs per spell 
if bowling spin, but cannot then revert to bowling fast until an equivalent 
number of overs to the length of his spell have been bowled from the same 
end. 

If he bowls spin without exceeding the maximum number of overs in a 
spell the maximum will apply as soon as he reverts to bowling fast. 

Captains, Team Managers and Umpires are asked to ensure that these 
Directives are followed at all times. For guidance it is recommended that in 
any 7 day period a fast bowler should not bowl more than 4 days in that 
period and for a maximum of 2 days in a row Age groups are based on the 
age of the player at midnight on 31st August in the year preceding the 
current season.

LEAGUE COMPETITION RULES FOR UNDER 11s, UNDER 13s, 
UNDER 15s & UNDER 18s MATCHES  (See page 62 for Rules for U9s 
Competitions and page 55 for Rules for all cup Competitions.) 
 
 
DEFINITIONS OF TERMS USED IN THE RULES: 
 

Net Run Rate (“NRR”)  as shown on the play-cricket web site league 
tables is not, currently, the ODI definition. It is simply: 
[total runs scored]  divided by  [total legal balls faced] 
 

Average Run Rate (“ARR”)  is defined for the purpose of these rules as:  
   [total runs scored in an innings including extras]  
       divided by  
   [the number of legal balls faced in that innings].  
The number of valid balls in an innings is:  
   ( [number of completed overs faced]  x 6 )  
       plus   
   [balls bowled in any part over that were not no-balls or wides] 
 

ARR Example 1 
Team A scores 100 runs from 20 overs  
Balls faced by Team A: 6x20 = 120 
Average Run Rate for Team A: 100/120 = 0.83 
Team B scores 84 runs from 14 overs. 
Balls faced by Team B: 6 x 14 = 84 
ARR for Team B: 84 / 84 = 1.00 
Team B has the higher ARR and wins the game. 
 

ARR Example 2 
Team X scores 120 runs from 20 overs 
Balls faced by Team X: 6x20 = 120 
Average Run Rate for Team X = 120/120 = 1.00 
Team Y scores 90 from 14 overs and 3 balls 
Balls faced by Team Y: (6 x 14) + 3 = 87 
ARR for Team Y: 90 / 87 = 1.03 
Team Y has the higher ARR and wins the game. 
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1) GENERAL:  
Subject to the Special Regulations contained in these Competition 
Rules, all matches played under the jurisdiction of the League shall be 
played both in accordance with the MCC Laws of Cricket and also in 
accordance with relevant ECB directives and regulations, especially 
those that apply to junior cricket. Additionally, all players, parents and 
spectators are expected to abide by the ECB Code of Conduct. 

2) COMPETITION ENTRIES: 
a) The League holds both league and knockout cup competitions in 

age groups Under 9 (“U9s”), Under 11 (“U11s”), Under 13 
(“U13s”), Under 15 (“U15s”) and Under 18 (“U18s”) and also 
knockout cup competitions in age groups Under 12 (“U12s”) and 
Under 14 (“U14s”). 

b) A Member Club (“Club”) may enter a team into one or more of the 
League’s age group league or cup competitions. For clarity, a Club 
may enter a team into either or both competitions in an age group. 

c) Subject to agreement by the League Executive Committee, a Club 
may enter two teams into a competition, provided that the Club 
adheres strictly to the detailed requirements of Rule 6)e). 

3) FIXTURES AND TEAMS:   
a) The League’s league matches will be played on the following days 

of the week and commence at the following times unless otherwise 
agreed with the League Secretary in accordance with Rule 3)d): 

 
U11s Sunday 10:00 U13s Friday 18:00  
U15s Sunday 09:30 U18s Tuesday 18:15 
U9s Any mutually agreed date/time in scheduled week  
 

b) The League's league matches must be played on the scheduled 
dates (or in the scheduled week for U9s) as shown in the League 
handbook and on the League play-cricket website.  (Separate rules 
apply to the scheduling of the League’s cup matches.) 

c) Clubs may reverse the venue of a fixture by mutual agreement 
providing that the relevant Competition Secretary is advised 
beforehand and agrees to the change. 

d) In exceptional circumstances, with the approval of both clubs 
involved in the fixture, an application may be made through the age 
group Competition Secretary or the League Secretary to the League 
Executive Committee, at least 14 days before the planned match, 
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for an alternative date, which must be before the final date for 
fixtures in the relevant competition. The Executive Committee's 
decision shall be final and binding. Exceptional circumstances do 
not include players absent due to holidays, or playing any form of 
representative cricket, or playing as a member of another sports 
team. 

e) Each team must provide the opposing team with a complete team 
sheet before play commences. 

f) In all the League’s fixtures, a team will not consist of more than 
11 players, and a minimum of 8 players will constitute a team. See 
also Rule 3)i). 

g) The Laws of cricket apply strictly to substitute players in matches 
in all age groups with the single exception of matches in the U9s 
age group. 

h) If a Club concedes a fixture, or has less than eight players in its 
team five minutes before the scheduled start of play, the opposing 
team will be deemed to have won the match and receive the 
maximum number of points available for the match in the age 
group. The conceding Club will also be fined (see Rule 15)b) ). 

i) Any Club that concedes four or more matches in a season will be 
required to appear before the League Executive Committee. 

4) PITCHES AND FACILITIES:  
a) U9 matches will be played on 18 yard pitches. 
b) U11 matches will be played on 20 yard pitches. 
c) U12s and U13s matches will be played on 22 yard pitches.  
d) U14s, U15s, U18s matches will be played on 22 yard pitches.  
e) Member clubs must provide a scoreboard for home matches for all 

age groups 
f) For all matches except U9s, home clubs must ensure that sight 

screens are used if they are available. 
5) CRICKET BALLS:  

Member Clubs will provide cricket balls for their own team's fixtures. 
a) U9s teams will use 4¾ oz “Incrediballs” 
b) U11s,  U12s and U13s teams will use 4¾ oz balls.  
c) U14s, U15s and U18s teams will use 5½ oz. balls.  

6) AGE GROUPS & REGISTRATION:  
a) For the purposes of the League's competitions, a player's age shall 

be taken as that on the 1st September in the year preceding the 
current season.  

b) All players in all age groups must be registered by their own clubs 
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on play-cricket.com in such a way that their registrations are 
visible both to other league members and from the League’s play-
cricket.com web site.  

c) The League’s Registration Secretary will oversee registrations, and 
will ensure compliance with this rule.   

d) If, during or after one of the League’s matches, any member of 
either team is found to be unregistered or over age then:  
i) If the unregistered or over age player(s) are in only one of the 

two teams, the match will be awarded to the other team as a 
concession.  

ii)  If there are unregistered or over age player(s) in both teams, 
then the match will be deemed void.  

In either of these cases, the offending club(s) will be fined. 
e) If a Club enters two teams in the same age group (say Team A and 

Team B), then those two teams will be treated strictly as if they are 
from two separate clubs. The following specific rules will apply: 
i) Using the facilities of play-cricket.com, and before the playing 

season starts, the club must divide the players in the age group 
into two separate squads, say Squad A and Squad B.  
Thereafter, Team A players will normally be selected from 
Squad A, and Team B players will normally be selected from 
Squad B. 

ii)  From the start of the playing season, no player from Squad A, 
who has played in a match for Team A, will be allowed to play 
a match for Team B, and vice-versa.  If a player from Squad B, 
who has not played in a match, is selected for Team A, then 
that player becomes a member of Squad A and the club must 
update its play-cricket.com records appropriately.  The same 
ruling applies for a player from Squad A who is selected for 
Team B. 

iii)  A new player joining the club during the season may be 
allocated by the club either to Squad A or to Squad B (using 
play-cricket.com) and, thereafter, his availability will be 
governed by Rules 6)e)i) and 6)e)ii). 

iv) Teams from opposing clubs will have the right to challenge the 
presence of any player in an A or B team.  

(1) If it is proven at the time of the match that the selection 
of any player(s) have been selected contrary to the rule 
set out in 6)e)ii) above, then those player(s) will take no 
part in the match (including fielding) and the

contravening team will not be allowed to replace the 
player(s). Furthermore, if this action then results in the 
team fielding less than 8 players, Rule 15)b) will also 
apply. 

(2) If, at any time during the playing season, the 
contravention is discovered after the match has been 
played, and the opposing side did not win the match, 
then the match will be awarded to the opposing side as if 
it were a concession.  

7) FORMAT OF MATCHES & PROVISION FOR DELAY:  
a) All the League’s matches, with the single exception of the Final of 

the U18s Cup, shall consist of one innings per team with each 
innings being of a maximum of 20 six-ball overs. The Final of the 
U18s Cup shall be a maximum of 40 six-ball overs. 

b) In the event of a late start for any reason, the number of overs shall 
be reduced by one over per innings for every six minutes lost. For 
the fixture to constitute a match, each innings must be at least 
10 overs though a shorter innings is permissible where a team loses 
all its wickets in a lesser number of overs.  

c) Umpires shall agree on the start time and shall agree on the 
allocated number of overs prior to the start time. 

d) The team bowling first shall have 1 hour and 15 minutes to 
complete 20 overs (or 2 hours and 25 mnutes to complete 40 overs 
in the U18s Cup Final).The team batting second shall be allocated 
the same number of overs as the team batting first.  

e) Umpires shall warn the captains if it is suspected that there are any 
delaying tactics by either team in either innings. 

f) In a reduced-overs match, if the team batting second has not batted 
for a minimum of 10 overs the match will be recorded as being 
abandoned. However, the team batting first will win if the team 
batting second has lost all its wickets, including any enforced 
retirements (see Rule 11), in less than 10 overs. 

8) ADVERSE WEATHER AFTER START OF PLAY:   
If, after its commencement, a match is affected by adverse weather: 
a) The first innings of a match must still be the allocated maximum 

number of overs (see Rule 7). 
b) The second innings may be reduced to a minimum of 10 overs with 

one over being deducted for every three minutes of play lost. In 
such a case, the winner of the match will be the side with the better 
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Average Run Rate . [Note: Average Run Rate  is defined with 
examples of calculation at the start of these Rules.] 

c) In the second innings of a weather-affected match, reductions in 
the total overs will not cause there to be any reduction in the 
maximum number of overs per bowler stated in Rule 9. 

9) BOWLING RESTRICTIONS:  
a) In U12s, U13s, U14s, U15s and U18s matches, no bowler will be 

allowed to bowl more than FOUR overs in a 20 over match.  
b) In U11s matches, no bowler will be allowed to bowl more than 

TWO overs unless the bowling team has fielded only 8 or 9 
players, in which case the bowling team must nominate, BEFORE 
the match starts, four or two bowlers, respectively, who will each 
bowl three overs. 

c) U9s matches are subject to separate rules (see page 62) 
10) FIELDING RESTRICTIONS: 

a) Players should wear appropriate protective equipment whenever 
they are fielding in a position where they feel at risk. 

b) No player in the U15s age group or younger shall be allowed to 
field closer than 8 yards  from the middle stump, except behind the 
wicket on the off side, until the batsman has played at the ball. For 
players in the U13s age group and below the distance is 11 yards. 
These minimum distances (“Restricted Distance”) apply even if the 
player is wearing a helmet.  

c) Any player in the U16s to U18s age groups, who has not reached 
the age of 18, must wear a helmet and, for boys, an abdominal 
protector (box) when fielding within a Restricted Distance of 6 
yards from the bat, except behind the wicket on the off side. 

d) Should a young player in these age groups come within the 
Restricted Distance the umpire must stop the match immediately 
and instruct the fielder to move back to a position outside the 
Restricted Distance.  

11) ENFORCED RETIREMENT OF BATSMEN:  
a) In U11s, U13s and U15s league matches: 

i) In U11s league matches, a batsman shall retire out when his 
score reaches 25 runs and will not resume his innings. All runs 
scored in the stroke taking the batsman’s total past 25 shall 
count to the score. 

ii)  In U13s league matches, a batsman shall retire out at 30 runs 
and will not resume his innings. All runs scored in the stroke 
taking a batsman past 30 shall count to the score 
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iii)  In U15s league matches, a batsman shall retire out at 50 runs 
and will not resume his innings. All runs scored in the stroke 
taking a batsman past 50 shall count to the score 

iv) In U11s, U13s and U15s league matches, when a batsman is 
retired out, his ‘wicket’ is NOT added to the bowling side’s 
total of wickets taken. For the purposes of batting and bowling 
averages, average run rate calculations, net run rate 
calculations and so on, the retiring batsman shall be considered 
to be NOT out. 

b) There are no restrictions on a batsman’s total score in U18s league 
matches. 

12) RESULTS AND POINTS: 
a) A representative of the home Club must report the match result 

according to the guidelines set out in the League handbook, 
preferably by entering the result on to the SMJCL play-cricket 
website www.smanjcl.play-cricket.com, or by email, SMS text or 
telephone sent to the appropriate Competition Secretary, to arrive 
within seven days of the date of the fixture.  

b) A fine will be imposed for each and every result not received 
within seven days of the date of a fixture. Additionally,  
i) For League fixtures or Cup Group/Zonal Cup fixtures, the 

result  will be awarded to the AWAY club  
ii)  For Knockout Cup fixtures the result will be awarded to the 

AWAY club.  
Clubs shall have the right of appeal where there are extenuating 
circumstances such as illness. Such appeals should be sent to the 
League Secretary, who will consult with the League Executive 
Committee. The Executive Committee's decision shall be final 
and binding. 

c) A match will be won by the team scoring the higher number of 
runs. If, at the end of a League competition match, the scores are 
level the result will be a tie whatever number of wickets has fallen 
in the second innings. (Special rules apply to tied Cup matches.) 

d) Points will be awarded for each League competition match as 
follows:

TIE: THREE points each  

ABANDONED: TWO points each 
LOSE: NO points 

CONCEDED: TWO points deducted from the 
conceding team’s total in the league 
table.

UNREPORTED 
RESULT: 

NO points for home team.  
FOUR points for away team.  

VOID: No points for either side 
 
13) LEAGUE TABLES: 

a) The league tables used will be those generated automatically by 
play-cricket.com from the results entered on play-cricket.com. 

b) The Champions of each League, or the winner of a group or zonal 
competition, will be the team that finishes with the highest total of 
points at the end of the season or the competition respectively.  

c) In the event of two or more teams having the same number of 
points in a League, Zone or Group competition, then, for the 
purposes of deciding the topmost team: 
i) Of the teams with the same number of points, the team with the 

highest play-cricket.com NRR (Net Run Rate) will be ranked 
highest. (The definition of play-cricket NRR is at the start of 
these rules.) 

ii)  If, after application of 13)c)i) there are still tied team(s), then 
the remaining tied teams will be ranked by descending number 
of matches won 

iii)  If, after application of 13)c)ii) there are still tied team(s), then 
the remaining tied teams will be ranked by ascending number 
of matches lost.  

iv) If, after application of 13)c)ii) there are still tie(s), then the 
tie(s) will be resolved by the toss of a coin (or coins in the 
event of three of more tied teams). 

14) UMPIRES: 
a) Umpires shall at all times conduct a match according to the MCC 

Laws of Cricket, together with these playing regulations and the 
ECB Code of Conduct. 
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b) If, at any time during a match, it is the joint opinion of the umpires 
that the behaviour of spectator(s) is significantly and/or repeatedly 
in contravention of the ECB Code of Conduct, then the umpires, 
acting jointly, shall cease play immediately. The match will be 
deemed to have been abandoned. 

c) If, at any time during a match, including during the period before 
the starting time for a match and the period immediately after a 
match has finished, either umpire is personally abused by a player, 
or players, or by a spectator or spectators, then the umpires shall 
jointly have the right to deem the match to have been abandoned, 
regardless of any actual result on the field of play. 

d) If a stoppage or abandonment is necessary under this rule, the 
umpires shall make a report in writing to the Hon. Secretary, 
detailing the circumstances and, as far as is known, the name(s) of 
any player(s) or spectator(s) that were the cause of the stoppage, so 
that appropriate further action can be taken by the League. Such 
action may include, but not be limited to deduction of points, 
reallocation of points, and removal of the offending team and/or its 
coach and/or other official(s) (not the club itself) from part or all of 
the current season or following season. If action of this kind is 
taken by the Committee, then the Committee reserves the right to 
inform other local leagues of its decision. 

15) FINES: 
a) If the Hon. Treasurer has not received a Club’s League 

subscription by 31st March of the current year, then that Club will 
be fined £20-00. 

b) In the event of a Club not fulfilling a fixture, or having less than 
eight players in a team, the Club will be fined £5-00 on each such 
occasion. 

c) A fine of £5-00 will be imposed for each and every result not 
received within seven days of the date of a fixture.  

d) If, during or after one of the League’s matches, any member of a 
team is found to be unregistered or over age then the Club in 
question will be fined £5-00 for each such breach of the relevant 
Rule. 

e) If any Member Club does not pay its fines from any season by 
31st January of the following year, then the offending Member Club 
will not be included in the fixtures for the coming season.  

f) Any trophy held by a club from a previous season’s competition 
win must be returned to a League Officer or to the appropriate age 
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group Competition Secretary by 30th June in the current season. 
Failure to comply with this requirement could result in a charge of 
up to £200 to pay for a new trophy and engraving. 

16) DISPUTES: 
Any dispute arising from the application or interpretation of these 
Rules, that cannot be settled amicably with the assistance of the 
appropriate Competition Secretary, shall be referred to the Hon. 
Secretary for consideration by the Disputes Committee. The Disputes 
Committee will normally comprise the League Chairman, the League 
Secretary, and a League Representative who is not involved in, and 
whose club will gain no benefit from, the settlement of the dispute. 
The ruling of the Disputes Committee will be final and binding on the 
parties concerned. 

 
CUP COMPETITION RULES FOR U11s, U12s, U13s, U14s, U 15s 
& U18s 

 

Rules 17 to 20 apply to Cup Competition rules in addition to the League 
Rules 1 to 16. Where there is a conflict between the League Rules and the 
Cup Competition Rules, the Cup Competition Rules take precedence when 
referring to a Cup Match. (See page 63 for Rules for the U9s Cup 
Competition) 
 
17) ALL CUP COMPETITION ROUNDS EXCEPT CUP FINALS:  

a) Each Preliminary Round, First round, Second round, Third Round 
or Semi-finals fixture in the Cup competition for each age group 
(“Round”) shall consist of one innings per team with each innings 
being of a maximum of 20 six-ball overs. 

b) The League Handbook for any season specifies a date and time 
(“Scheduled Date”) for completion of each Round.  Each match in 
any Round must be completed by or on its Scheduled Date. The 
Fixture Secretary will include notes with the Cup Competition 
fixtures information in the current season’s League Handbook to 
indicate, for each age group, which of the following rules 17)b)i), 
17)b)ii) or 17)b)iii) applies to each Round of that Cup Competition: 
i) If a single explicit date and time (“Single Date/Time”) is 

specified for all the matches in any Round, then the Single 
Date/Time is the Scheduled Date. If any home team cannot 
have use of their own ground to play the fixture on the Single 
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Date/Time, then that team shall give up home advantage and 
play the match as an away fixture. 

ii)  If a range of dates (“Date Range”) is specified for any Round, 
then the last date in the Date Range is the Scheduled Date. Any 
match in the Round may be played on any date and time during 
the Date Range that is mutually agreed by the two teams in the 
fixture. If, during the Date Range, the home team cannot have 
use of their home ground, then the home team shall give up 
home advantage and arrange to play an away fixture during the 
Date Range. 

iii)  If several explicit alternative dates/times (“Explicit Dates”) are 
specified for the matches in any Round, then the latest date in 
the Date Range is the Scheduled Date. Each match in that 
Round must be played on one of the Explicit Dates. If any 
home team cannot have use of their own ground on every 
Explicit Date on which it is possible for the away team to play 
the fixture, then the home shall give up home advantage and 
play the match as an away fixture on one of the Explicit Dates. 

c) The following bowling and batting restrictions apply to the 
League’s age groups in Cup Competitions: 
i)  U11s: Each bowler shall bowl a maximum of TWO overs 

unless the bowling team has fielded only 8 or 9 players, in 
which case the bowling team must nominate, BEFORE the 
match starts, four or two bowlers, respectively, who will each 
bowl three overs. (This bowling restriction also applies to the 
U11s Cup Final.) An U11s batsman shall retire out on reaching 
a score of 25 runs. All runs scored in the stroke taking a 
batsman past 25 shall count to the score. 

ii)  U12s and U13s: Each bowler shall bowl a maximum of FOUR 
overs. (This bowling restriction also applies to the U12s and 
U13s Cup Finals.) A batsman shall retire out on reaching a 
score of 30 runs. All runs scored in the stroke taking a batsman 
past 30 shall count to the score. 

iii)  U14s: Each bowler shall bowl a maximum of FOUR overs. 
(This bowling restriction also applies to the U14s Cup Final.) 
A batsman shall retire out on reaching a score of 40 runs. All 
runs scored in the stroke taking a batsman past 40 shall count 
to the score. 

iv) U15s: Each bowler shall bowl a maximum of FOUR overs. 
(This bowling restriction also applies to the U15s Cup Final.) 
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A batsman shall retire out on reaching a score of 50 runs. All 
runs scored in the stroke taking a batsman past 50 shall count 
to the score. 

v) U18s: Each bowler shall bowl a maximum of FOUR overs. A 
different bowling restriction applies to the U18s Cup Final (see 
Cup Rule 18)f) ).There is NO RESTRICTION on the number 
of runs that a batsman may score during his innings.  

d) If any match in any Round has not been played by or on its 
Scheduled Date as defined in Rule 17)c) above, then the result shall 
be decided on the Scheduled Date by a match of a minimum of 
10 overs per team or, if that is not possible, by the application of 
Rule 20.  

e) In the event of a late start because of inclement weather:   
i) The number of overs must be reduced by one over per innings 

for every six minutes lost. To constitute a game, each innings 
must not be reduced below 10 overs though a shorter innings is 
permissible where a team loses all its wickets in a lesser 
number of overs.  

ii)  The team batting second shall be allocated the same number of 
overs as the team batting first. If, after its commencement, a 
game is affected by adverse weather in the second innings, the 
second innings may be reduced to a minimum of 10 overs, with 
one over being deducted for every three minutes of play lost, 
and the result of the match will then be decided by the better 
Average Run Rate. [Note: Average Run Rate  is defined with 
examples of calculation at the start of these Rules.] 

iii)  In the second innings of a weather-affected match, reductions 
in the total overs will NOT cause any reduction in the 
maximum number of overs per bowler specified by Rule 17)c) 
for the age group. 

f) If, because of inclement weather or an unusable wicket and/or 
ground, it is neither possible to play a match consisting of a 
minimum of 10 overs per team nor possible for the team batting 
second to receive the minimum allocation of 10 overs (see 17)e)ii),  
then 
i) Provided that the Scheduled Date and circumstances for both 

teams allow it, the match shall be rearranged. The ground shall 
be decided by the toss of a coin. If the match has been 
abandoned, the rearranged match shall be played as a 
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completely new match (i.e. no part of an abandoned match 
shall count towards the result of the new match). 

ii)  If it is not possible to rearrange the match, then Rule 20) shall 
be applied.  

g) If both teams have completed their innings in the normal way and 
the scores are level then, for the purpose of deciding the winning 
team, the following criteria are used: 
i) The winning team will be the one that lost the fewest wickets 

during its innings.  
ii)  If, after application of Rule 17)g)i), the teams are still tied, then 

the winning team will be the one with the highest Average Run 
Rate. [Note: Average Run Rate  is defined with examples of 
calculation at the start of these Rules.]  

iii)  If, after application of Rule 17)g)ii), the teams are still tied, 
Rule 20) shall be applied and the match shall NOT be 
rearranged. 

h) If for any reason, the result for any match in any Round has not 
been determined by or in its Scheduled Date, then the result will be 
determined by the toss of a coin by the Competition Secretary for 
the age group.  

18) U18S CUP FINAL:   
a) The current holders of the U18s Cup will host the U18s Cup Final 

or, if that is not possible, the League Secretary will arrange a 
venue. The League committee will announce, at its AGM, the date 
of the U18s Cup Final (“Final Date”) and also a reserve date 
(“Reserve Date”) that may be used only in the event that inclement 
weather or an unusable wicket and/or ground prevents the match 
from being started or causes the match to be abandoned (see Rule 
18)i) below) on the Final Date. 

b) Neutral umpires shall be appointed for the U18s Cup Final by the 
Competition Secretary for the age group, acting on behalf of the 
League Committee. 

c) The U18s Cup final shall be a single innings per team of 40 six-ball 
overs.  

d) A bowler shall bowl as per ECB Directive for his age, but no 
bowler shall bowl more than EIGHT overs in the innings or, in 
reduced overs matches, one fifth of the total overs allocated for the 
innings.  

e) The team batting first shall complete its full allocation of 40 overs 
in 2 hours and 25 minutes.  If, for any reason except adverse 
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weather, the first innings takes longer than 2 hours and 25 minutes, 
then the team batting second will be allocated only the number of 
overs that were completed within 2 hours and 25 minutes by the 
team batting first.  

f) In the event of a late start because of inclement weather:   
i) The number of overs must be reduced by one over per innings 

for every eight minutes lost. For the U18s Final to constitute a 
game, the first innings must not be reduced below 20 overs 
though a shorter innings is permissible where a team loses all 
its wickets in a lesser number of overs.  

ii)  The team batting second shall be allocated the same number of 
overs as the team batting first. If, after its commencement, a 
game is affected by adverse weather in the second innings, the 
second innings may be reduced to half the number of overs 
allocated to the team batting first (i.e. to a minimum of 10 
overs) with one over being deducted for every four minutes of 
play lost, and the result of the match will then be decided by 
the better Average Run Rate (see page 46 for examples). 

g) If, because of inclement weather or an unusable wicket and/or 
ground, it is neither possible to play a match consisting of a 
minimum of 20 overs per team nor possible for the team batting 
second to receive the minimum allocation of 10 overs (see 18)f)ii),  
then 
i) If the unplayed or abandoned match is on the Final Date, a 

rearranged match shall be played on the Reserve Date. The 
ground shall be decided by the toss of a coin. If the match has 
been abandoned, the rearranged match shall be played as a 
completely new match (i.e. no part of an abandoned match 
shall count towards the result of the new match). 

ii)  If the unplayed or abandoned match is on the Reserve Date, 
then Rule 20) shall be applied.  

h) If both teams have completed their innings in the normal way and 
the scores are level then, for the purpose of deciding the winning 
team, the following criteria are used: 
i) The winning team will be the one that lost the fewest wickets 

during its innings.  
ii)  If, after application of Rule 18)h)i), the teams are still tied, then 

the winning team will be the one with the highest Average Run 
Rate. [Note: Average Run Rate  is defined with examples of 
calculation at the start of these Rules.] 
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iii)  If, after application of Rule 18)h)ii), the teams are still tied, 
Rule 20) shall be applied no mater whether the match has been 
played on its Final Date or on its Reserve Date. 

19) U11s, U12s, U13s, U14s AND U15s  CUP FINALS:  
a) The dates for the Final of each Cup Competition will be decided by 

the League Committee before the start of a season.  
b) Each Final will have a Final Date and a Reserve Date. The fixture 

will be moved to the Reserve Date only if inclement weather 
prevents a result from being determined on the Final Date (see 
Rule 19)h), below). 

c) Neutral umpires shall be appointed for the Under 15s Final by the 
Competition Secretary for the age group, acting on behalf of the 
League Committee. For the U11s, U12s, U13s and U14s Finals, 
each competing club must appoint an umpire, who is a club 
official, not directly associated in any way with the team in the 
final.  

d) Finalists shall toss a coin to decide the home venue.  
e) Each Cup Final shall be a single innings per team of 20 overs.  
f) The bowling and batting restrictions set out in Rule 17)c)i), 

17)c)ii), 17)c)iii)  and 17)c)iv) also apply, respectively, to the 
U11s, U12s/U13s, U14s and U15s Cup Finals. 

g) In the event of a late start because of inclement weather, Rule 17)e) 
applies.   

h) If, because of inclement weather or an unusable wicket and/or 
ground, it is neither possible to play a match consisting of a 
minimum of 10 overs per team nor possible for the team batting 
second to receive the minimum allocation of 10 overs  
(see 17)e)ii) ), then 
i) If the unplayed or abandoned match is on the Final Date, a 

rearranged match shall be played on the Reserve Date. The 
ground shall be decided by the toss of a coin. If the match has 
been abandoned, the rearranged match shall be played as a 
completely new match (i.e. no part of an abandoned match 
shall count towards the result of the new match). 

ii)  If the unplayed or abandoned match is on the Reserve Date, 
then Rule 20) shall be applied.  

i) If both teams have completed their innings in the normal way and 
the scores are level, Rule 17)g) shall be applied, with the additional 
proviso that Rule 17)g)iii) shall apply no matter whether the match 
has been played on its Final Date or on its Reserve Date. 
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20) ALL Cup Finals : 
If EITHER  
inclement weather prevents a Cup Final result being determined on its 
Reserve Date, 
OR  
the two teams in a Cup Final are tied after the application of Cup Rule 
18)g) or 18)h)iii) for U18s, or Cup Rule 19)h) or 19)i) for all other age 
groups 
THEN the match shall be decided by all twenty-two players bowling 
overarm at unguarded stumps, alternating players from each team. 
(Each delivery may pitch once only.) A score of ONE will be made 
for each breaking of the stumps and the team with the highest total 
score will be declared as the winners. If the scores are level after every 
player has bowled as described, the bowling shall continue, once again 
alternating between all twenty-two players from the two teams, in the 
same order as the initial bowl-out round, and repeating as necessary, 
until a “sudden death” result is obtained.

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RULES FOR UNDER 9S LEAGUE AND CUP COMPETITIONS  
 

For the avoidance of doubt, the Rules for the U9s competitions are based 
almost entirely on the Rules used for CCCL U9s matches. Rules U9-1) to 
U9-16) apply to both the U9s League and Cup competitions. Rule U9-17) 
applies only to the U9s League Competition. Rules U9-18) and U9-19) 
apply only to the U9s Cup Competition. 
 
U9-1) Each team shall comprise 8 players. 
U9-2) Each fixture shall be played during the week commencing with 

the Sunday listed for that fixture. The home team is responsible 
for arranging with their opponents a mutually agreeable date and 
time for the fixture.  

U9-3) In the event of a Member Club not fulfilling a fixture or having 
less than six players in a team, it will be fined £5-00 and the 
opposing team will be deemed to have won the match and receive 
five points. 

U9-4) League fixtures, which either cannot be played or have to be 
abandoned due to inclement weather, may be rearranged within 
the dates specified for that fixture. 

U9-5) All matches shall be played on a pitch 18 yards in length. The 
stumps used should be 27 inches in height and bails shall be used. 
(Cricket Law 8). 

U9-6) The matches will be played with a youth size ”Incrediball”. 
U9-7) All matches shall comprise a single innings per team of 16 overs. 

If inclement weather, bad light etc. prevents the two teams from 
batting for 16 overs each, then the result of the match shall be 
deemed a tie unless the two managers agree to replay the fixture 
(see Rule U9-3). 

U9-8) Each pair shall bat for 4 overs. Unlimited “lives” will be allowed 
during the allotted 4 overs. The batsmen shall change ends at the 
fall of each wicket, except on the last ball of an over. The LBW 
law will not apply as a means of dismissal. 

U9-9) All players except the wicket keeper shall bowl. Each player shall 
bowl at least 2 overs and not more than 3 overs. 

U9-10) SIX-BALL overs shall be bowled. Up to TWO illegal deliveries 
in any over will be penalised by the normal penalty. Further 
illegal deliveries in the same over shall incur a ONE-RUN 
penalty, but no extra deliveries shall be allowed. However, there 
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shall be no such limit on the length of the last over of an innings, 
which must consist of SIX legal deliveries. 

U9-11) A ball that is rolling along the ground when it reaches the 
batsmen shall be called a "No Ball”. 

U9-12) If a bowler is incapacitated during the course of an over, another 
bowler shall complete that over.  

U9-13) Except for the wicket-keeper and any off side fielder(s) behind 
the wicket, no fielder shall be allowed nearer than 11 yards to the 
facing batsmen, measured from the middle stump of the batsman's 
wicket. 

U9-14) Substitutes will be allowed to take the place of an injured player. 
U9-15) Each team shall commence with 200 runs. This total shall be 

added to as runs are scored. Three runs shall be deducted from the 
total for each wicket that falls. 

U9-16) The winning team shall be that which finishes with the highest net 
total of runs. 

U9-17) In the League competitions, points will be awarded as follows:  
WIN: FOUR points 
TIE: THREE points each  

ABANDONED: TWO points each 
LOSE: NO points 

U9-18) If inclement weather causes a Cup match to be abandoned before 
the two teams have each completed their innings of 16 overs then, 
if the match cannot be replayed during the range of dates 
specified for the fixture, the result shall be determined by the toss 
of a coin. 

U9-19) If the two teams in a Cup match have the same scores (see U9-14) 
after both teams have completed their allotted 16 overs, then the 
winner of that Cup match shall be the team that has lost the least 
number of ‘lives’ during its innings. If both teams have lost the 
same number of ‘lives’, then the result shall be determined by the 
toss of a coin. 
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THE ECB WEBSITE - PLAY-CRICKET.COM 
 
Many clubs already have their own excellent websites, but the ECB’s play-
cricket website extends what is possible within the resources of a single club by 
providing the means for club members, clubs and leagues to be networked 
automatically. Every ECB-registered cricket club in England and Wales has a 
site on play-cricket.com which, once claimed, ‘belongs’ to the club in question. 
Each play-cricket.com site acts as a gateway to the owner club’s leagues and 
fixtures and also, crucially, can provide team and individual player statistics at 
the click of a mouse. 
 

Club registration is free, with a free (this is a change from previous seasons) 
add-on statistics package available. Individual member registration is also free 
and individual registration takes only a couple of minutes.

All the league and cup competition fixtures are uploaded before the start of each 
season, thus up-to-date results and league tables are always available for 
viewing by members as that season progresses.  Please assist the competition 
secretaries by reporting match results by email within 48 hours of a match being 
played so that the young players can compare their teams’ performances 
without undue delay. It is also a fairly straightforward task to enter individual 
score details for a match and each team should nominate someone to do this for 
every match played. Play-cricket.com then makes player statistics and 
performances available automatically.
